 Section 9.  (a) It is the intent of the General Assembly that each Grant-in-Aid recipient shall submit one of the 19

Accountant. The audit must have been issued within the past three years. 22

in its electronic application. It should also include any supporting financial documentation that may assist 30

(4)  The lack of an audit, review or compilation of financial statements, or supporting financial documentation 3 

may impact the ultimate funding decision of the Joint Finance Committee.

(b) Fire companies listed in this Act shall submit financial information on the form approved by the State 5

years. 2
